•	 Install the appliance as specified in the instruction manual.
•	 Occasionally make sure air circulation underneath the appliance is 

unobstructed.
•	 If the gasket is damaged or does not provide a perfect seal for any reason, 

have it replaced as soon as possible.
•	 In appliances with a fan, do not block the fan slots or vents.
•	 Only store wine in sealed containers. 
•	 Do not overload the cabinet. 
•	 Only open the door when necessary. Opening the door for long periods 

can cause a significant increase in temperature of the compartments of the

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INSTALLATION AND 
CONNECTION 
SELECTING THE ROOM

•	 Install the appliance in a dry and well ventilated room. The appliance will 
operate correctly if the environment temperature is in the interval specified in 
the table. The appliance class is indicated on the rating plate / label with the 
basic information on the appliance.

Class Temperature Relative Humidity

SN (subnormal) from +10 °C to +32 °C

≤75%
N (normal) from +16 °C to +32 °C
ST (subtropical) from +16 °C to +38 °C
T (tropical) from +16 °C to +43 °C

•	 Do not place an appliance in a room where temperature can drop to 
below 5 °C as this may cause abnormal appliance operation or failure!

•	 After the installation, the appliance mains plug should be accessible!
•	 Do not place the appliance near appliances or devices radiating heat, such as 

a cooker, a stove, a radiator, water heater etc., and do not expose it to direct 
sunlight. The appliance should stand at least 3 cm away from an electric or gas 
cooker or at least 30 cm away from an oil or solid fuel stove. If the distance 
between such source of heat and the appliance is smaller, use an insulating 
panel.

Note: Place the appliance in a sufficiently large room. There should be at least  
1 m3 of space per 8 grams of refrigerant. Amount of refrigerant is indicated on 
the rating plate in the appliance interior.
•	 There should be an opening or a vent of at least 200 cm2 behind the 

appliance, and the clearance between the appliance and any cabinet above it 
should be at least 5 cm, to allow cooling of the condenser unit.
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CONNECTING THE APPLIANCE

The mains lead of this appliance has been fitted with a BS 1363A 13 amp fused 
plug. To change a fuse in this type of plug, follow the steps below:

1.	Remove the fuse cover and fuse.
2.	 Fit replacement 13A fuse, ASTA approved to BS 1362 type, into the fuse cover.
3.	Replace fuse cover.

Important: Do not use the appliance without the fuse cover in position.

How to connect an alternative plug 
If the fitted plug is not suitable for your socket outlet, then it should be cut off 
and disposed of safely to avoid possible shock hazard.  A suitable alternative 
plug of at least 13 Amp rating to BS 1363 should be used.
As the colours of the wires in the mains lead of this appliance may not 
correspond with the coloured markings identifying the terminals in your plug, 
proceed as follows:
•	 The wire which is coloured GREEN and YELLOW must be connected to the 

terminal which is marked with the letter (E) or by the Earth symbol  or 
coloured GREEN and YELLOW.

•	 The wire which is coloured BLUE must be connected to the terminal which is 
marked with the letter (N) or coloured BLACK.

•	 The wire which is coloured BROWN must be connected to the terminal which 
is marked with the letter (L) or coloured RED.

If in doubt regarding the electrical connection of this appliance, consult a 
qualified electrician.  Do not shorten the supply cable; the appliance may require 
removing for servicing.

OPERATING THE APPLIANCE 
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•	 Press and hold the power button A for approximately 4 seconds to 
switch the wine cooler on.

•	 Press and hold the power button A for approximately 4 seconds to 
switch the wine cooler off.

Note!
The adjusted temperatures of the upper and lower compartments are linked to 
each other. Some combinations of settings are not possible.

TO SWITCH THE POWER ON/OFF - ALL MODELS

•	 Unlock the control panel, as per page 14, if necessary.
•	 Press the C or D buttons until the required temperature is 

shown on the display.
•	 The display flashes when temperature adjustment is active or a 

different temperature is being set.

TO CHANGE THE TEMPERATURE - ALL MODELS

•	 The appliance will work continuously until it gets to the correct temperature. 
Continuous noise from the compressor and refrigeration system is normal. 

•	 If the appliance is switched off, you should allow five minutes before switching 
it on again to prevent the risk of unnecessary damage to the compressor. 

•	 The LED display may not show the selected temperature whilst the appliance 
first gets to the correct temperature. This is normal, and the display will be 
corrected automatically once the appliance has run for a few hours.

•	 Unlock the control panel, as per page 14, if necessary.
•	 Press the button F. The 'active' display will flash.
•	 The temperature range for upper zone is from 5°C to 12°C (left 

display) and for lower zone from 12°C to 22°C (right display).

TO CHANGE THE ZONE CONTROL - WCIU609BA2
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Below is a table showing the recommended storage temperatures for diferent 
types of wine. These are also the ideal drinking temperatures for most types.

Red Wine 15 - 18°C (59°F-64°F)

•	 Unlock the control panel, as per page 14, if necessary.
•	 Press the light button B to switch the light on or off.

You can change the temperature display reading from Fahrenheit to 
Celsius, or Celsius to Fahrenheit.

TO CHANGE THE TEMPERATURE READING - WCIU609BA2
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This appliance has two options for the temperature display. One option shows 
the set or target temperature in the wine cooler. The other option shows 
the real temperature within the wine cooler, and can be useful for actively 
monitoring the wine cooler's behaviour. Descriptions and further information on 
these display options are shown below.

Set temperature display
•	 The temperature display will show the set temperature (the temperature that 

the cooler is working to achieve).
•	 A decimal point '.' next to the temperature signifies that the wine cooler is 

working to achieve the set temperature. When the decimal point disappears, 
or if it is not present, the cooler's sensor has detected that the set temperature 
has been reached. Themdecimal point may reappear periodically when the 
cooling system kicks in to maintain the temperature.

• The display flashes when temperature adjustment is active or a different 
temperature is being set.

Real temperature display
•	 The temperature display will show the real or actual temperature within the 

wine cooler.
•	 A decimal point '.' next to the temperature signifies that the wine cooler is 

working to achieve the set temperature. When the decimal point disappears, 
or if it is not present, the cooler's sensor has detected that the set temperature 
has been reached. Them decimal point may reappear periodically when the 
cooling system kicks in to maintain the temperature.

• The display flashes when temperature adjustment is active or a different 
temperature is being set.

TEMPERATURE DISPLAY

To change the temperature display
•	 The control panel must be locked (see page 14). 
•	 Touch and hold the light button B and the button D for 

approximately 2 seconds.
•	 The display will show '02' or '01', depending upon which 

display setting has been active.

•	 Use the button D to switch between '02' and '01'. '02' is the Set temperature 
display mode and '01' is the Real temperature display mode. Once the mode 
you desire is shown on the display, touch nothing for approximately 5 seconds. 
The appliance should beep and switch to the new display mode.
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This appliance has a quiet mode. Whilst active, and once the set
temperature is reached, the appliance slows down the internal fan(s) to
reduce the running noise.

To deactivate quiet mode

QUIET MODE

The control panel must be locked (see page 14). Press and hold the 
light button B for approximately 3 seconds. Depending on whether 
you have the display set to Fahrenheit or Celsius, the °C or °F symbol 
will stay solidly lit to indicate that the mode is inactive.

To activate quiet mode

The control panel must be locked (see page 14). Press and hold the 
light button B for approximately 10 seconds. Depending on whether 
you have the display set to Fahrenheit or Celsius, the °C or °F symbol 
will start blinking to indicate that mode is active.

If the temperature rises or falls outside the set temperature range, an
alarm will sound and the display may show a fault.
This may be because:
•	 The wine cooler has not yet reached the set temperature (when first switched 

on) or is taking a long time to reach it.
•	 There has been a power failure.
•	 The wine cooler has been overloaded or damaged.
•	 The door is not closed properly.
•	 The temperature sensor has failed (see page 22).

Please note: If the wine cooler has overheated and the alarm is sounding 
because of this, the system will shut down automatically after 6 hours of the 
alarm tripping. The warnings will continue however.

TEMPERATURE ALARM
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•	 To remove a shelf first remove all 
bottles from the shelf, then pull the 
shelf forwards until the groove on 
either side of the shelf is level with 
the plastic peg on either side of the 
cabinet (as shown in Fig). Then lift 
the shelf up and pull forwards.

•	 To replace the shelves, follow the 
steps above in reverse order.

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CLEANING THE APPLIANCE 

•	 Use a soft cloth to clean all surfaces. Cleaners that contain abrasive 
substances, acids, or solvents are not suitable for cleaning as they may 
damage the surface.

Clean the appliance exterior with water or a mild solution of suds.

Wipe the inside surfaces with a sponge and baking soda solution. The solution 
should be about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to 1 quart (approx. 1 litre) of 
warm water. Wash the shelves with a mild detergent solution. Allow wooden 
shelves to dry before placing back into the wine cooler.
Do not use steel wool or steel brush on the stainless steel. These will scratch the
stainless steel with steel particles and rusting may occur.

Appliance interior can be cleaned with lukewarm water to which you can 
add some vinegar.

Before cleaning, unplug the appliance from the power mains – switch off 
the appliance (see chapter Switching the Appliance On/Off) and unplug 
the power cord from the wall outlet.

•	 Do not wash the parts of appliance interior equipment in a dishwasher as 
they may be damaged.
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TROUBLESHOOTING
Problem: Cause or remedy

If the appliance is not 
working, check

•	There is power to the appliance
•	The house fuses or circuit breakers are intact and 

the fuse in the plug has not blown.
•	The plug socket is functioning correctly. To check 

this, plug another electrical appliance in to see if 
the socket is working.

•	The ambient temperature is between 16°C to 38°C.

The appliance is 
working, but not very 
well, check

•	The appliance is not overloaded.
•	The thermostat is set to an appropriate 

temperature.
•	The door is closing properly.
•	The door gasket is sealing properly
•	There is enough ventilation at the side and rear 

walls.
•	The ambient temperature is between 16°C to 38°C.

The appliance is noisy, 
check

•	The appliance is level and stable.
•	The cooling gas will make some noise, even when 

the compressor is not running.
•	During operation, it is normal for the fan to run, 

even when the compressor is not running.

Condensate (dew) on 
the shelf 

•	This is transient phenomenon which cannot be 
entirely avoided in periods of high environment 
temperature and humidity. It subsides when 
temperature and humidity are normalized.

If the above tips do not resolve your problem, call the nearest authorized service 
centre and state the type, model, and serial number indicated on the appliance 
rating plate or label located in the appliance interior.
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INSTALLING THE WINE COOLER
This appliance is intended to be installed in a space between two units. If it 
is to be freestanding in an open space, ensure that it can not cause harm nor 
damage.

The minimum space required is:
WCIU2090A1 – 150mm W x 570mm D x 830/890mm H
WCIU3090A1 – 300mm W x 570mm D x 830/890mm H
WCIU609BA2 – 600mm W x 570mm D x 830/890mm H

Please note: When the product is installed, there should be a small ventilation 
gap between the top of the unit and the underside of the worktop (6 mm or 
¼”).

These products should not be installed:
1. In direct sunlight.
2. Adjacent to a heat source (oven or radiator).
3. Below a hob unit.
4. In a damp or wet environment
Where a continuous plinth is to be used, it is necessary to cut a section out so 
that the ventilation slots at the front of the appliance are not obstructed in any 
way as per Fig 3.

This appliance is designed to fit under worktops between 830 – 890mm in 
height, using the adjustable plinth plate to ensure that the feet are concealed 
from view.
IMPORTANT: Failure to follow the instructions regarding installation and 
ventilation may invalidate the warranty supplied with your appliance.
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To install the handle
IMPORTANT: DO NOT REMOVE THE SCREWS FROM THEIR POSITION IN THE 
DOOR (Fig. 4) PRIOR TO FITTING THE HANDLE AS FIXINGS MAY DROP INTO 
THE DOOR. The door seal holds the screws in place during transit. Do not
overtighten the screws, and do not use power tools to install the handle.

1. Peel back the door seal from the glass side to expose the screw holes, as per 
Fig. 4. Place a screwdriver against the screw and hold it in position.

2. Carefully locate the handle over the fixing screw.
3. Using a screwdriver, tighten the securing screw to fix the handle. Repeat with 

the remaining handle fixing screw.

IMPORTANT: Take care, when installing the handle, not to damage the door. 
Any damage caused may not be covered by the warranty supplied with your 
appliance.

Reversing the door
The following instructions are based on a wine cooler with the door hinged on 
the right hand side. We strongly recommend seeking the help of at least one 
other individual during this process.

Before starting the reversal process, ensure that you have the left hand upper 
and lower hinges. These are supplied with your product.
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Do not tilt the appliance backwards further than an angle of 60° (Fig.5).

2. Move the door away from the wine cooler slightly and remove the pivot plate 
from the bottom of the door as per Fig. 7. Lower the door from the upper 
hinge and place it somewhere safe where it will neither cause nor receive 
damage.

3. Remove the three screws from both the upper hinge and the lower hinge, 
taking care not to let them fall, as per Fig. 8. Remove the hinges and place 
them somewhere safe in case they are needed in the future.

4. Remove the plastic caps from the left hand hinge positions and fit them into 
the now empty right hand hinge holes, as per Fig. 9.

6. Turn the door around by 180° (upside down) so that the handle is now on the 
right (Fig. 11). Insert the pivot plate into the now-bottom of the door as per 
Fig. 12.

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7. Guide the door onto the upper hinge pivot and manoeuvre the lower part of 
the door and pivot plate onto the lower hinge. Align the pivot plate holes with 
the hinge plate holes.

8. Reinsert the two screws that you removed in step 1 and tighten them. Check 
that the door sits level with the appliance. If not, the pivot plate offers some 
adjustment - loosen the screws you have just tightened and adjust the door as 
necessary.

Fitting the plinth
The plinth/grille for this appliance comes packaged inside and can be fitted if 
desired. Follow these steps to do so:

1. Locate the plinth (packaged inside the appliance)
2. Remove the four screws from (two on each side of) the plinth section, but 

take care to support both sections to prevent the adjustable section from 
falling away. Remove the adjustable front section and place this somewhere 
safe.

3. With the help of another individual, make sure the wine cooler is secure and 
tilt it backwards to gain full access to the area below the door. Make sure 
that the door is kept closed at all times during this process in order to avoid 
damage to the door and appliance.

4. If present, remove the two screws shown by arrows and marked as 'A' in Fig. 
14. Then, locate the four black fitting screws. These are packaged inside the 
appliance with the door reversing hinge.
